The "White" Admiral is bigger than The Purple Emperor and Swallowtail, The Large Blue is almost twice the size of the Ringlet. All butterflies look as if
they are displaying their forewings apart from the Green Hairstreak.
There was a scarf for sale with butterflies on it (non of which were recognisable), a picture frame (the same) and a variety of di!erent butterfly "key
rings", non of which had any UK butterflies on them.
Outside on the information boards, the best butterflies they could "muster up" was a picture of a Gatekeeper and a picture of a Ringlet.
